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1 SITE PREPARATION

When selecting a site for your pool, take into account your local lllustration 1.1
regulations regarding fences and utility laws pertaining to elec-
trical cables, as well as the landscaping which you are planning
once the pool is installed.

Drive a stake into the ground at the center of the site. Using a
measuring tape, draw a circle 8" (20 cm) longer in radius than the
pool size. (See lllustration 1.1 and 1.2).

Remove all sod from area to the lowest point in the yard where the
pool will be built. Pool must be built on solid and levelled ground in
order for warranty to be applied.

When installing the steel wall, it is important to do so in a loca-
tion protected from the wind or on a day without any wind.
Before uncoiling the wall, add sand for the pool bottom and cove.
Make sure the pre-punched holes for the skimmer and water return
are at the top and facing the planned location of your filter.

Begin inserting the wall into the bottom tracks in the middle of a
bottom connector.

At first, the wall is kept in place with one or two stakes and strings

(or extra people). One person uncoils the wall on two beams or
planks, while a second person inserts it in the bottom tracks. Do
not uncoil more than 10' (3 m) of wall before you install a support
bar or stake and string to hold the wall in place.

Once the wall is completely uncoiled, you may find that it is too
long or that both ends do not meet perfectly. If such is the case,
adjust the tracks in the bottom connectors until wall holes line up.
If this does not work, roll up the wall again, check measurements
as per chart 1.3 (next page), adjust tracks in the bottom connectors
and if applicable, uncoil the wall again. If the spread is too wide,

SAND BASE & SAND COVE

You can now spread 2" (5 cm) of compaction sand, which is al-
ready inside the pool perimeter. Also, build a 4" cove, not needded
if prefab cove used, 4" (10 cm) thick around the inside base of the
wall. Compact the center with a tampering tool or vibrating plate
and the cove by hand. The cove will protect the liner from the sharp
edges of the bottom wall tracks.

Level compaction sand one last time. Make sure that any sharp
stones, debris or roots have been removed from the surface. For
better protection, spray sand with water and pack it once more until
the base is smooth, even and levelled.
